On the Water 

AYC boats cleaned up in the Spring Series, sponsored jointly by PBYC and VYC. I detailed the events of Races 1 and 2 in this space last month, with Staff Commodore Larry Listing’s Leona Kai and Yours Truly’s Coyote tied for second overall in Spinnaker B going into Race 3, and Sunspot holding a firm grip on third overall in Non-Spinnaker. Race 3 took place on February 24, and the day brought very light and spotty winds; how you did depended largely on whether you happened to be where the wind happened to be. The Race Committee sent us all out around Platform Gail, and the Spinnaker B fleet found better wind on the right-hand side of the course than the Spinnaker A fleet found to the left. The result was that the B’s sailed right up through the A’s. (I have a photo taken from the cockpit of Coyote looking back at the two big Santa Cruz 50’s, Deception and 5150, crossing behind us. Very cool – but I don’t expect we will ever have that perspective again!) Larry and Leona Kai beat the majority of the A fleet on corrected time, taking third in B in Race 3; Coyote was fortunate enough to be able to snag a first in B. After their Non-Spinnaker blowout in Race 2, Jerzy Poprawski and Superluminal shifted to the Spinnaker A fleet, and they sailed to a hard-fought fourth-place finish in that austere company. In the non-spinnaker fleet, Sunspot held on for another second-place finish, putting them only two points out of first overall! Race 4, on March 10, brought similarly light winds that started out of the south in the morning, then clocked around to the west in the afternoon. The RC sent us from Mandalay to Gina, then out to Gail, then back to the Ventura finish. We sailed the upwind leg to Gina in light, spotty, and shifty winds; perversely, about the time we rounded Gina, the wind shifted to make the leg to Gail an upwind battle as well. Once again, Leona Kai and Coyote finished third and first in Spin B, with Superluminal and Sunspot holding on for a fourth place finish each in their respective fleets. For the series, our AYC competitors took sixth overall in Spinnaker A (Superluminal), first (Coyote) and third (Leona Kai) overall in Spinnaker B, and third overall in Non-Spinnaker (Sunspot). Well done, all!

The St. Patrick’s Day race brought out only nine competitors, but that didn’t make the racing any less interesting. With seven boats in a single Spinnaker class and two boats in Non-Spinnaker, our intrepid Race Committee of Doug Dodge, Doug Fajardo, Joe Schlageter, and Neil Weinrich did a magnificent job of getting the fleets started in a light but steadying breeze. The course sent us from the Mandalay start to Platform Gilda and then home for the finish. What started out as a long port tack to Gilda turned into an actual upwind leg, with the wind shifting to the right (as it usually seems to do). As a result, the boats that went right benefited, and the ones that went left, well, not so much. The run back from Gilda was both exhilarating (when the wind was up) and frustrating (when the wind eased off), but overall it was a lovely day’s sail. (Of course, we were all impatient to get around the course as quickly as possible, knowing the feast that awaited us at the club!) Our AYC competitors took third place (Coyote), fifth place (Superluminal), and sixth place (Dave Gorney’s 2006 AYC Boat of the Year No Compromise) in the Spinnaker class, and first place (Sunspot) in Non-Spinnaker. Please join me in congratulating our intrepid racers!

NOTICE OF RACE

Channel Islands to Newport 2007

Date:       Saturday, April 22, 2006 
Course:   From Channel Islands Harbor to Newport Harbor (75nm).
Skippers’ Meeting:  Friday, April 21, at 6:30 PM at Anacapa YC.  The bar will open at 6 PM, and dinner will be served immediately following.

Classes:  Our goal of starting all yachts before noon will most likely result in breaking the fleet into two or possibly three classes. Class breaks will be determined at the skippers meeting.

Entry Fee:  $30.00   Mooring arrangements at ALYC must be received at Anacapa YC by April 18, 2006.  An entry form is provided on the next page.

Start:  Location of the starting line will be announced at the skippers’ meeting.  It will near the detached C.I. breakwater. As in previous years a reverse start will be used with the yacht’s start time being determined by its handicap. Like last year, a strong effort will be made to start all yachts before noon. The first yachts from each class will start together.

Start time: Unless modified at the skippers’ meeting, the first yacht in each class must be prepared to start at 10:00 AM.  Postponements will be made in increments of exactly 30 minutes if, in the opinion of the race officer, insufficient wind exists to allow the first starters to make reasonable progress down the racecourse.  Yachts can make inquiries as to the time of the first start after 10:05 AM by contacting the AYC Race Committee on VHF Channel 68.  A worksheet will be provided to each skipper to aid them in determining their start time based upon their rating and the time of the first start.

Finish:  Finish line will be inside the Newport breakwater. Details will be provided at the Skippers Meeting. Yachts are advised to record their own finish time, and note their position relative to other yachts.

Moorings: American Legion Yacht Club has graciously extended AYC the special courtesy of providing mooring for any yacht entered in the CI to Newport Race.  Better yet, the charge is only $25 for the week.  This offer is strictly limited to boats entered in this race. We need to let ALYC know by April 16, 2006.

Trophies:  A trophy presentation will be held at Anacapa YC at 7:00 PM on Saturday, May 6, 2006.  Bar opens at 6:00 PM, with dinner immediately following.
