The summer solstice, when the sun reaches the northernmost point in the sky, took place on June 21. That means it’s officially summer! Yahoo! Not that we slow down much the other seasons of the year, but the long days and warmer temperatures of summertime make our boating activities all the more pleasurable. Happy Summertime, everyone!

Boat of the MONth 
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Our Boat of the Month for June is a vessel that is a regular participant in AYC cruises, a frequent Race Committee boat, and a stalwart support vessel for our annual Santa Barbara City Race. I’m referring, of course, to Fishtales, the gorgeous C-Dory 22 of Roger King and Pat Compton. Fishtales recently hosted the Race Committee for our Anacapa to Port race, earning her recognition as BotM for June. The most successful model of the C-Dory line, the 22 has enjoyed a steady production run since it was first introduced in 1987, and one look at Fishtales explains the model’s success. By definition a dory is a flat bottom boat, with high flaring sides, and Fishtales is a modern refinement of this classic design type. The hull design is nearly flat at the stern and gradually becomes a “V” at the bow, with deep reverse chines to channel the flow of water, holding it under the boat to decrease wake and spray. Stable at its top speed of nearly 30 knots, even in the heavy seas we often experience in the Santa Barbara Channel, Fishtales offers Roger and Pat a seaworthy, comfortable, safe, and speedy vessel for cruising, fishing, or just messing about on the water. So please join me in congratulating Fishtales as AYC Boat of the Month for June!

Report from the Racecourse

We enjoyed a beautiful day with light but reasonable winds for this year’s Anacapa to Port race. After a lovely close reach over to the west end of the island, thanks to the northerly winds, we approached the western tip with the intend of hugging the shoreline down the back side, both to minimize our distance sailed and also to capitalize on the puffs coming off the shore. Those of you who have been around the west end know about the scary string of submerged rocks that extend off the tip. Well, as we approached (in company with No Compromise a short ways ahead), we neglected to account for the inevitable wind shift as we transitioned from the front side to the back side, and while our initial course took us a comfortable distance from the scary rocks, a 30 degree header but us right into their midst. Yikes! So, we wound up having to put in a quick tack onto port to gain a bit of separation from the scary rocks, and since that was taking us literally away from the direction we wanted to go, we did only the minimum we thought we could get away with… So, when we tacked back to get past the scary rocks, I was keeping a very close eye on the depth sounder. 196 feet, good; 150, ok; 80, coming up fast; 40, starting to get nervous; 24, starting to panic; 20, breathing a silent prayer; 18, closing my eyes in terror; 18 again, praying again; 20, holding my breath; 28, starting to exhale; 30, ahhhhhhhhh. Needless to say, I won’t shave it quite that close again (although now I know exactly how close we can come if we really need to!). The rest of the race was uneventful, and I think our “close to shore” tactic paid off – at the east end of Anacapa, we had caught up a lot with the Big Fast Boats in front of us, enough to put us into a 2nd place finish at the end of the race. But, sheesh! The things I do for AYC mugs!

Over the weekend of June 22-25, we took Coyote down to Alamitos Bay for some J/29 class racing as part of Long Beach Race Week, and it was an absolute blast. Handicap racing is fun, but there’s nothing like the sheer exhilaration of class racing – when all the boats are the same, the differences are measured by tactics, sail trim, and the talents of the crew. With Coyote’s best aboard, including our Rear Commodore Doug Dodge and Treasurer Tina Roberson, we jousted with five other J/29s in seven windward/leeward races over

The breeze was uncharacteristically light and shifty for Long Beach, providing lots of tactical intrigue, and sailing on the flat seas behind the breakwater was a real delight. We got a good start on Friday with a 1st and a 2nd in races 1 and 2, but tanked a bit on Saturday with a 4th, a 1st, and another 4th. Even so, coming into the last two races on Sunday, we were tied for 1st overall, and after a 2nd in the first race, we thought we were in good shape, but nothing was a foregone conclusion. It literally came down to the final leg of the last race, which saw three of us side-by-side, a boatlength apart from one another on a spinnaker run for the finish, with the overall result hanging in the balance. Yee-hah!  (Coyote regular Rick Barrett captured some video footage of that sprint to the finish – I will post it on anacapayachtclub.com soon. It’s very cool.) Alas, we missed out on the overall victory by a 2 second margin – that’s how close this event was. We came away with 2nd overall for the regatta, and a tremendously memorable experience!

I also want to mention how enjoyable the trips down to Long Beach and back were, albeit in a somewhat less exhilarating way. Motoring along with George the Autopilot doing the driving can be very relaxing. I took the boat down on the Thursday before the regatta, and the favorable wind and current, combined with a warm, sunny day, made it a quick and pleasant trip. We brought Coyote back Sunday night, after the daytime winds and seas had a chance to settle down, and flat seas, light wind, and crystal-clear skies under a blindingly bright ¾ moon made for a serene and pleasant experience. And, oh, the stars that came out once the moon dipped below the horizon! The Milky Way was spread across the sky, its innumerable stars combining to paint the dark night with a diffuse glow. It was, in a way, a magical experience, and a fitting way to end the weekend. Hmmm…maybe I need to do more cruising…?
