Anacapa Island Series:

  The Anacapa Island Series is off to a great start this year, with  a grand total of 22 boats entered in the Anacapa to Port race on June ?? (8 in Spinnaker A, 7 in spinnaker B, 5 in Non-spin, and 2 in the Orca class. Winds were challenging ranging from 10-12 at the start to dead calm at places behind the Island. In spite of the variability, the last boat to finish reached the line around 17:30, which make this race challenging, but not too frustrating. Boat of the MONth 
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This month’s Boat of the Month winner has continued to distinguish herself through superior performance on the race course under the AYC burgee, in a variety of events against challenging competition. The yacht in question competed in this year’s Yachting Cup in San Diego, a major regatta the weekend following the Ensenada Race, in class competition against the cream of the West Coast racing community, and her crew came away with a third place overall (out of eleven competitors) after completing the five-race regatta. With consistent top-half finishes in all of the races, including a bullet in Race 5, this yacht proved a force to be reckoned with on the racecourse, and in fact her overall finish was only one point out of second place. I’m referring, of course, to Eric and Joe Schlageter’s Flying Tiger 10m, Ruckus. Please join me in congratulating Eric and Joe on yet another stellar event, and in congratulating Ruckus as AYC Boat of the Month for June!

Report from the Racecourse
We enjoyed yet another beautiful day for this year’s Anacapa to Port race. Our Race Committee got us started right on time in a 15-knot breeze, with most boats (including us) opting to fly their #3 headsails in anticipation of stronger wind to come. That turned out to be the right call, as the wind grew progressively stronger as we made our way toward the west end of the island. Thankfully, it was far enough out of the north to allow us to make it to the west end on one long starboard tack, with a gradual but persistent shift to the right as we made our way across the channel. Coyote loves sailing upwind, so we were able to put some distance on our competition as we made our way across the channel. As we approached the rocky tip of the west end, the wind started to drop off precipitously, and we quickly shifted up to the #1 genoa in the lighter breeze. No sooner had we cleared the west end than we were presented with a view of a “parking lot” of all of the Big Fast “A” boats sitting not far ahead of us bolt upright, most with their sails hanging limply with next to no wind pressure at all. My typical strategy for getting down the back side of the island is to hug the shoreline to minimize our distance sailed and also to capitalize on the puffs coming off the shore, but in this case we elected to sail for the puffs, wherever they might take us. We picked up a light, shifty zephyr from astern shortly after rounding the corner, so we set the chute and proceeded to jibe our way down the course, jibing each time we either sailed out of the wind pressure, got too close to shore, or found ourselves lifted by a shift (making the other jibe more favored). This got us most of the way down the back side, although one of our competitors, a very well-sailed Capo 30, managed to sneak past us in the light and shifty conditions. Approaching the east end the wind dropped to nothing, then came up from ahead, putting us on a closehauled port tack. So down came the spinnaker, and up went the genoa. Once we got around the east end we got back into the strong breeze we had enjoyed on the way over, and as a result we had a fantastic beam reach back to the mainland, trying all the while to catch the Capo 30. While we were finally able to pass the Capo shortly before we entered the harbor, we were unable to save the time we owed them due to our handicap differences, and a wickedly fast Zap 26 (whom we owed even more time) had passed us both like we were
standing still somewhere around Gina. So, we wound up with a third place finish in Spinnaker B, having spent a thoroughly enjoyable day on the water. Big thanks to Doug Fajardo and his Race Committee for making it possible!
