Wet Wednesdays

      Wet Wednesdays continue to run strong, with good winds and good attendance. If you aren't on the course, you are certainly missing all the fun!  See you there!

Starting...

      Gene does such a great job of starting each Wet Wednesday race on schedule; it is easy to get complacent about the starts. On one recent Wet Wednesday race something happened to the horn and Gene had to restart the sequence – and many of our racers were lost as to what was happening. For the newer races here's a brief summary. The full sequence is detailed in the Racing Rules of Sailing in paragraph 26, with some additional “features” in Paragraph 29 and 30.  The flags tell all – here is a brief summary of the basic starting sequence: 

      A single colored flag is your Class Flag – check the SI's for your color. For Wet Wednesdays, we use Yellow for Spinnaker A and Red for Spinnaker B and Non-Spinnaker. The class flag comes up first, and goes down at the start. In a Rolling start (which we use for Wet Wednesdays), the Class flag is immediately flipped to the next color, if there is another class to start. No class flag, no starting sequence – either you are way early getting to the line, or too late :-) 

     The “P” flag is a blue field with a white square. It comes up one minute after the class flag, stays up for 3 minutes, and then comes down one minute before the start. Note that if only the class flag is up, then either the sequence just started, or you are inside 1 minute of the start.

Island Series and Wes. Golemon

     The Wes. Golemon race was a great day for all – even the lowest-rated boat, Done Deal, finished before sundown.  The first three finishers in each class: Spinnaker A:  1st: Wainui, 2nd: Funatic and 3rd: XS.  In Spinnaker B, 1st: Angry Hillbillies 2, 2nd: Rambunctious, 3rd: Leona Kai.  In Non-spin: 1st: Velero, 2nd: Zuma Jay, 3rd Zoarces.  In Orca, Afterburner was the only multi-hull racing – she finished first at 2:12:20 pm. The full results are posted on the website.

   The results for the Island series are also in – Spinnaker A: Perfect balance and Funatic were tied in points for 1st place. The tie breaker puts Perfect Balance 1st, Funatic 2nd, and XS 3rd.   In Spinnaker B, angry Hillbillies 2 and Leona Kai tied in points, with the tie breaker putting Angry Hillbillies 2 1st, Leona Kai 2nd, and Sea Hawk 3rd.  In non-spin Zuma Jay was 1st, Zoarces 2nd, and Joss 3rd. The full results will be on the website by the time this is published.
