Ventura Cup


This year, Ventura Yacht Club listened to the various comments from sailors, and changed the format of the Ventura Cup only a short month before the race to a new format. (Kudos to Stan Whisenhunt and his team for having the chutzpa to do this at the last minute).

RRS Quiz – Last week's Answers

Last month I put out a couple of questions about the rules that apply in two specific racing  situations, as  a means of encouraging everyone to learn the RRS.  Kudos to Gary Goodman, who was the only one to respond to last weeks quiz (where are the rest of you sailors?). Although he did not have the complete answer for #2,   he certainly had the most important parts of it. Here are the correct answers (BTW: If *I* miss one, I'll buy the first person to point it out a drink): 

1. If there is a collision between two boats that are racing, what rules(s) in the RRS are always involved?

Rule 14...Avoiding contact.  This rule, to paraphrase, says three things: (1) You have to try to avoid contact with another boat (EVEN if you have the right of way)  (2) The right-of-way boat need not act to avoid contact until it is clear the OTHER boat is not (3) The right-of-way boat can not be penalized under this rule UNLESS there is contact that causes damage or injury. 

There are several rules that allow various types of assistance after a collision, but this type of assistance is not required in all situations, so these rules are not part of the answer to this question. 

2. Two boats going downwind with spinnakers flying. Both are on port tack. The Leeward boat (L) and windward boat (W) are overlapped. What rules apply to each boat, and what limitations does each boat have:

Answers: 

Rule 11, When boats are on the same tack and overlapped, a windward boat shall keep clear of a leeward boat. This obviously limits (W).

Rule 16 limits (L) if they are close enough together – when a right-of-way boat changes course, she shall give the other boat room to keep clear. 

Rule 17.1 limits the leeward (L) boat from coming above her 'proper course' except to 'promptly pass astern' of the windward boat.

Rule 17.2 limits the windward boat(W) from sailing below here 'proper course', unless she jibes.
