Boat of the MONth 

[image: image10.wmf]With the final Wet Wednesday race of the 2007 season now behind us, we can now officially crown the AYC Wet Wednesday Champion by recognizing the AYC boat that earned the most highpoints over the series. Those of you who have pored over the Wet Wednesday results page on www.anacapayachtclub.com will already know that the 2007 AYC Wet Wednesday champion is none other than Staff Commodore Larry Listing’s C&C 34 Leona Kai. In recognition of this singular accomplishment, Leona Kai is hereby designated our Boat of the Month for October!

C&C is well known for its racing heritage, but every C&C yacht is also appealing to the eye, with graceful overhangs, well-proportioned cabin houses, and towering sailplans. The C&C 34 is no exception, and Leona Kai is a beautiful example of the breed. Her racing qualities are unmistakable, but with a comfortable and functional interior, quality construction and top-rate fittings, and the ability to stay on her feet even in a blow, Leona Kai is also a magnificent cruising yacht. (Those of us with boats with, ahem, more modest interiors are ever-so-grateful for Leona Kai’s consistent role as “party central” for the dock party in the Santa Barbara City Race!) A true example of the modern racer-cruiser, Leona Kai is genuinely a yacht that can do it all.

Leona Kai and Coyote have frequently been pitted against one another on the racecourse lo these many years, and I can personally attest to the performance of the C&C 34, especially under Larry’s capable skipperage. Leona Kai is particularly fast on a light air spinnaker reach; with an absolutely gigantic ‘chute, she quickly gets up a head of steam and cooks right along, steamrolling everything in her path! Larry and his lovely yacht have compiled an admirable race record over the years, and their performance in the Wet Wednesday series this year continues that splendid tradition. So, please join me in congratulating Leona Kai as AYC Boat of the Month for October!

Report from the Racecourse
As I mentioned last month, this year we were faced with a challenge in fielding an AYC team for the Ventura Cup, the annual inter-club championship event hosted by VYC on September 22-23. In years past, AYC was able to enter with often very competitive teams, but last year VYC changed the format to require all team competitors to sail in a single windward-leeward/short-course class, rather than allowing entries in the more popular random leg classes. This has really made it difficult for the smaller clubs like us to be able to participate, since we have only a limited number of boats and crews who are well-suited to W/L racing. Last year we didn’t play at all, but this year we got creative and partnered with CIYC and PBYC to enter a multi-club team, with our own Schlageter Boys (Eric & Joe) and their FT10 Ruckus, CIYC’s Richard Sharpe 

and his Olson 30 Perfect Balance, PBYC’s Paul Moore and his J/24 Angry Hillbillies, and Yours Truly with Coyote as the team members.

As it turned out, there were four teams entered, one each from Ventura Yacht Club, Santa Barbara Yacht Club, Santa Barbara Sailing Club, and our Team AnaChannePont (for lack of a better name). As expected, the racing was very competitive, and the short courses placed a heavy premium on good starts. SBYC’s team consisted of a Farr 40, a J/92, a J/24, and a Melges 24; VYC’s team consisted of a J/35, an Olson 30, a J/24, and a Melges 24. SBSC’s team was 2 J/24s, a Moore 24, and a Melges 24. As you have probably noticed by now, the 24-foot boats were thick as flies at the start! There were lots of them and they were everywhere. As each race progressed, however, the boats gradually separated into clumps, with the Farr 40 and Ruckus leading the way waaaaaay out in front; the 96-raters (Olson 30s and Melges 24s) next up in a pack; the low-100s boats (Coyote and the J/92) behind them; and the high-100s boats (J/24s and the Moore) pulling up the rear. There were occasional upsets to that natural order of things – I confess we got beat boat-for-boat by Deke Klatt in his J/24 in one race – but that was the typical flow around the course. We did 4 races on Saturday (though the RC had to throw the first race out because they were, er, still eating their lunch when the Farr finished and didn’t catch its finish time) and three Sunday, and all of the races were tactically intense with relatively aggressive starts (though we did not have any general recalls – amazing!), lots of crossing situations upwind, some substantial wind shifts that either brought a big smile or an equally big frown to your face, depending on which side of the shift you were on, and in general very well-sailed boats. As a team, I think we did ourselves proud; among that austere group, we managed to finish 3rd of the four teams. Impressively, in their first-ever regatta with Ruckus, the Boys Schlageter pulled off an individual 3rd-place finish of the 16 boats sailing – an astounding accomplishment! (I suppose the rest of us can take that as official notice that there is a new Big Dog on the porch…?) Coyote and Perfect Balance managed to finish mid-fleet, and frankly I was very pleased with that result. Anyway, the racing was great fun, and I think the level of competition brought out everyone’s best. I only regret that the bizarre format of the event precluded participation from more AYC racers. Maybe we can get VYC to fix it next year…

We still have Fall Series races to do yet this year, as well as a few remaining PCYC TGIS races. By the time we get through those, it will be Christmas & Hannukah time. Hmmm…as soon as I finish writing this, I need to craft my annual Letter to Santa, in the hopes that I might find a new #1 Genoa under the tree this year…
One of these days, I would like to organize an “AYC Boat Photo Day” to give us all an opportunity to get yet more pictures of our boats under sail/power/whatever. (One can never have enough, can one?) My concept is that we all head out to the same area of the ocean on the same day, sail around in a big upwind/downwind oval, and take pictures of each other as we go around. (Maybe we could even convince one of our powerboat folks to be an Official Photo Boat, and solicit one or more of our accomplished photographers to be the Official Photo Shooters?) If you’d be interested in participating in such a thing, either as a photoee or a photoer (or both), please let me know by email/phone/elbow tug/smoke signal/whatever, and I’ll try to get a couple dates set up on the 2008 calendar. Yee hah!
