2010  “Santa Barbara City Race” and “Tequila Derby”

This popular Labor Day weekend event is two races in one with a full day of rest & beach parties, 
beautiful surroundings and impromptu social events in between. There will be a dock party 
Saturday night following the race.  Please try to bring a finger food dish if you wish to attend.

The “Santa Barbara City Race” will involve both legs and will use low point scoring.  Ties will be 
broken on total corrected time.  The “Tequila Derby” consists of leg 2 only.

TIME & DATES: Leg 1: Start is Saturday, Sept 4 at  11:00 hrs. Skippers meeting is 0830 
hrs at Anacapa Yacht Club.
Leg 2: Start is Monday, Sept 6 at 11:00 hrs. Skippers meeting is 0930 at 
the Santa Barbara Yacht Club.

LEG 1 COURSE: Start 11:00 AM near the Mandalay Buoy, Finish at 
Santa Barbara Harbor.  Rated distance: 24 nautical miles.

LEG 2 COURSE: Start at 11:00 AM.  Start will be conducted from the SBYC flagpole area, 
then around a small spar buoy approximately 1 mile west of the starting 
line, leaving the buoy to port, and then proceed to Ventura Harbor. 
Rated distance 24 nautical Miles.

RULES: This race is governed by the Racing rules of Sailing 2009-20012. This 
race is a PHRF category IV event. Ratings certificates are not required 
for the no-spinnaker class.

CLASSES: Spinnaker and Non Spinnaker classes are planned. Additional classes 
may be established depending on the entries received. Classes and 
Class divisions will be established at the skippers meeting on Saturday.

ENTRY FEE: $35.00

SLIPS: Santa Barbara Harbor does not reserve slips on holiday weekends, but  
will attempt to accommodate all boats on a first-come basis. In addition,  
AYC has reserved the Santa Barbara Guest dock for the weekend,.

SOCIAL: There will be a dock party in the evening at the Santa Barbara Guest 
Dock after the race – everyone is invited to attend.

TROPHIES: Trophies will be awarded for the Santa Barbara City Race and the 
Tequila derby on Wednesday, September 17th at approx2030 hrs at the 
AYC Yacht Club (After our famous Wet Wednesday BBQ).
